The Israelites knew firsthand the op-

pression of slavery. Yet when God finally led them out of Egypt, they had 

problems adjusting to their new found freedom. Fearful and rebellious, 

the Israelites grumbled against their leaders, Moses and Aaron, saying 

they wouldõve been better off as slaves in Egypt.  

     Our freedom as Christians cost Jesus his life. But we, too, often find it 

easier to fall back into sinful habits. In Galatians 5:1, Paul offers this en-

couragement: òFor freedom Christ has set us free. Stand firm, therefore 

and do not submit again to a yoke of slaveryó (NRSV).  

     Weõre no longer bound by sin and death. That òindependenceó is 

worth celebrating every day!

Dear Church Family,  

     As Iõm writing this, it is hard to believe that July 1 is al-

most here, and our time in ministry together is about to 

begin! Please know that Steele Memorial UMC and all of 

you have been in our prayers over the past several 

months as we have been preparing our hearts (and 

packing all of our stuff) to join you.   

     Iõve been spending a lot of time thinking about transi-

tion over these past several months, for obvious reason.  

For Katlyn, me, and our girls, every area of our life is be-

ing affected by transition - from our kidsõ school, to our 

friendships, or where we call home, all the way to know-

ing how to get somewhere without putting it in our 

phoneõs GPS, or what the best place is to get ice cream 

after dinner. Transition is one of those tricky things that 

we have to navigate in life, and we all have to navigate 

it from time to time, whether large or small.   

     I am sure that all of you have been thinking about 

transition a lot as well since it was announced that Pas-

tor Greg would be moving into the District Superinten-

dent role in the Northern District. The transition that 

Steele Memorial has entered into directly affects your 

lives as well as relationships change, leadership positions 

shift, and a new season within the life of the church be-

gins. The tricky part about transition is that it is so often 

bittersweet, and especially at the beginning, can feel a 

lot more bitter than it does sweet. I think thatõs ok, and 

itõs ok to name that and not have to suppress it or act 

like itõs not there. This transition means that the person 

you have called òPastoró for the past five years is mov-

ing on to continue his pastoral work elsewhere. The per-

son that has become your friend and family wonõt be 

there every week. Your pastor that has provided spiritual 

guidance, meaningful and engaging sermons, and 

thoughtful Bible studies wonõt be the same one preach-

ing every week. The one that has visited you in the hos-

pital, stood beside you through the grief of losing loved 

ones, shared meals and laugher with you, and showed 

you Godõs love in real, tangible ways is being called by 

the Church to now use his gifts in a different role. It is 

okay to be sad, frustrated, even mad about this.  Grief is 

part of the transition process, and itõs okay to mourn Pas-

tor Gregõs leaving, even as you celebrate the incredible 

impact that he has had on your life, your faith, and 

Steele Memorial as a whole.   

     Iõm sure that you will hear me use this quote many 

times, because itõs one of my favorites, but Queen Eliza-

beth II once said, òGrief is the price we pay for love.ó  

The more love that is shared, the more grief we experi-

ence in loss or transitions like this. I know that you all 

have loved Pastor Greg deeply, and I know that Pastor 

Greg has loved you deeply as well. Grief is natural and 

healthy, and I think itõs important that we name that 

grief and recognize that we walk through it together.  

     While transition can feel bitter in many ways, include  

 

 

ing in our grief, it can also 

be an exciting time with 

lots of new opportunities, 

new areas of growth, and 

new relationships to be 

formed. This is the sweet 

p a r t  o f  t h e 

òbittersweetnessó of transi-

tion. Transition offers a 

chance for reflection, for a 

break in our routines and  

habits, and for the oppor-

tunity to seek the direction of the Holy Spirit in our indi-

vidual lives as well as the life of our church.   

     The passage of scripture that always comes to my 

mind when I start to think about transition is Isaiah 6, spe-

cifically verse 1. It doesnõt seem like much at first read-

ing, but there is depth and beauty to this statement.  

Isaiah 6:1 says, òIn the year of King Uzziahõs death, I saw 

the Lord sitting on a high and exalted throne, the edges 

of his robe filling the temple. ó(CEB)  In the year that King 

Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on the throne. King Uz-

ziah was one of the greatest kings of Judahõs history. He 

was a beloved king that lead the people in an incredi-

bly prosperous and safe period of time. And although 

he was not perfect and made critical mistakes towards 

the end of his life, when King Uzziah died, there was 

much uncertainty and even fear about what the future 

of Judah would hold. He had been king for 52 years, 

and many did not know life without King Uzziah on the 

throne.  

     It's in the midst of this uncertainty and fear that Isaiah 

says òI saw the Lord sitting on the throne.ó Even when 

we donõt know who is king, or who will lead us or protect 

us, the one that is sitting on the throne that really matters 

hasnõt changed. Itõs the same reminder that we receive 

in Revelation - that no matter what transitions come or 

what circumstances life throws at us, we can find our 

peace and rest in knowing that God is still sitting on the 

throne. When life gets shaky or we arenõt sure what is 

going to come next, the one constant in our lives and 

our church is the presence and work of God, bringing 

the Kingdom of God to earth as it is in heaven in and 

through us.   

     And so today, as we are all in the midst of transition, 

may you rest in knowing who is on the throne. Whether 

you find yourself in grief, sorrow or feelings of anxious-

ness, still feeling more of the bitterness, or whether you 

are excited and hopeful, feeling more of the sweetness 

of transition, our God is still the same God and our mis-

sion and calling are still the same mission and calling.  

Godõs faithfulness to us will not fail, and I am trusting that 

God will continue the good work that God has started in 

us and in Steele Memorial, and will stay with us and work 

it out in us until the day of Jesus Christ.  

     I am so thankful for you and your ministry on behalf of 

Jesus Christ, and I look forward to many months and 

years of faithful ministry together to each other and our 

community. It is an honor to serve as your pastor!
